5. PARTICIPANTS

Fencers must (a) remain 17 or under, and (b) turn 13 or above, in the year of the
competition.

Each country may enter any number of fencers for each individual event and any number of
teams for each team event (including mixed team). Each team will comprise of three (3)
competitors and one (1) substitute. Each mixed team will comprise of six (6) competitors (one
from each event). The fencers making up each team can be decided after the individual events.

6. COMPETITION METHOD

The fencing competition shall be conducted in accordance with the current Statutes and Rules

of the FIE. In case of disagreement in interpretation of the Rules, the latest English version shall
prevail. The Directoire de Technique shall deal with any unforeseen incidents not covered by
the Rules.

7. EQUIPMENT

Reminder: It is compulsory for all competitors to wear FIE 800N under plastrons, minimum CE
350N fencing suits and long socks (predominantly white in color that covers to above the knees,
i.e. fencing or soccer socks). Competitors found not wearing the above will not be allowed to
fence. Competitors are also reminded to bring a spare weapon and spare body cord to be put at
the side of the piste during their bout. Sabre Cuff or Sabre Glove must be used. Sabre and Foil
masks may not be used in the Epee event.

Please also be reminded that competitors’ equipment can be rejected on the grounds of safety
and poor maintenance.

Note: Wi th reference to the FIE *“List of deci
has decided, with effect from 2014, to ban the use of transparent visor masks for all weapons

in all compettions. Only maskawith two independent, working security devices will be

allowed
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8. COMPETITION MANAGEMENT
(a) Referee

Each club participating in the competition must be accompanied by a number of
referees according to the following formula:

1-4fencers No referee required
5 -9 fencers 1 referee required per competition day
10 or more fencers 2 referees required per competition day

Please ensure that the referees are properly attired in jacket/blazer and long pants.
They are to be on duty under the assignment of the Referee Commission or Directoire
de Technique throughout the competition.

If clubs are unable to provide the required number of referees based on the quota,
penalty charge of USD108 (SGD150) per referee per competition day will be impose .

(b) Directoire de Technique (DT)
The DT shall be responsible for the technical organisation of the competition. The
members shall by appointed by the host country. The decision of the DT shall be final.

(c) Protests

Appeals against decisions of a referee should be immediately made by the competitors
or their team captains to the referee, before any decision is made regarding a
subsequent hit. If the referee should maintain his decision, the complaint shall be
brought to the attention of the DT.

9. AWARDS & PRIZES

Medals will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd places in each event.

10. ENTRY FEES

The rate of entry fees is USD40/person/individual (SGD 56) event and USD100/team/event
(SGD 140).

11. ACCOMMODATION

Kindly note that participants are responsible for arranging your own accommodation and

transport to the competition venue. The nearest subway station to the competition venue is
the Stadium MRT station.
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WEAPON PERMITS

Kindly note that import and export permits are no longer required to bring fencing equipment

into and out of Singapore.

MODIFICATION OF ENTRIES

(a) Late entries will be accepted after the closing date up till 30* July 2017 (2359h) subject to a
penalty equivalent to the amount of the entry fee payable.

(b) Any entries received after late entries’ closing date will still be allowed until 0900h on
Thursday, 3™ August 2017. This will be subject to the following penalty 3 timesto the
amount of the entry fee payable.

(c) NO SHOW penalty — USD72 (SGD100). Penalty will be charged once poules have been rolled

out.

(d) Withdrawal of entry is allowed without additional charge up till 30" July 2017 (2359h) .
Beyond that date, a penalty equivalent to 100% of entry fee will be imposed for each
withdrawal without acceptable excuse.

(e) With refto (d), some acceptable excuses:

sudden sickness (with medical certificate to be produced) occurring after deadline of
last entry withdrawal

sudden suspension from fencing by school due to reasons such as disciplinary problem
occurring after deadline of last entry withdrawal

sudden recall for national service occurring after deadline of last entry withdrawal
sudden overseas work assignment occurring after deadline of last entry withdrawal
(proof such as copy of air-ticket to be produced)

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15. GENERAL INFORMATION
(i) Currency
Singapore’s unit of currency is the Singapore Dollar (SGD). Foreign currency can be
exchanged freely at banks, hotels, the airport and most big shopping malls. Current
exchange rate is approximately SGD 1.40 for USD 1.00. Major credit cards are widely
accepted in most places.

(ii) Entry Formalisation

All passengers entering Singapore must possess valid passports, participants are
recommended to check with local Singapore Embassies for visa applications before
traveling.

Foreigners holding travel documents issued by the following countries will require a
Visa to enter Singapore:

(iii) Weather & Dress
Singapore has a warm and humid climate throughout the year with a daily average
temperature range of 24°C to 32°C. There may be isolated to scattered late morning
and early afternoon showers during the competition period. Light clothing made from
natural fabrics like cotton is best for everyday wear.

(iv) Water & Electricity
It is safe to drink water straight from the tap in Singapore. However, for those who
prefer bottled mineral water, any supermarket will have ample stocks. Singapore's
voltage is 220-240 volts AC, 50 Hz. The power plugs used in Singapore are of the three-
pin, square shaped types.

(vi) Smoking

Smoking in all air-conditioned public places (including education institutions) is against
the law and subject to a SGD 1,000 fine. Smoking is also prohibited in all covered areas,
including shopping centres, restaurants, cafes and bars (some are allowed to set up
special smoking rooms). Smoking is also banned in outdoor eateries, coffee shops,
canteens and cafes (some areas are set aside for smoking).
